1. Please explain the different types of entrance
examinations for admission to Okayama University.
Okayama University provides the following four types of
entrance examinations for admission of international stu-
dents to its undergraduate courses. Depending on the type
of admission procedure, there are some faculties, depart-
ments or programs do not accept applicants.

@ Special entrance examination for privately financed in-
ternational students
This is an entrance examination that anyone without
Japanese citizenship can apply for. Screening is done
with an overall assessment based on the results of the
Examination for Japanese University Admission (EJU)
along with those of the Okayama University Entrance
Examination (including application document screen-
ing).

@ International Baccalaureate entrance examination
This is an entrance examination for anyone granted a
full International Baccalaureate Diploma.
Screening is done based on application documents and
an interview (only by some faculties and schools).
However, the examination is available to anyone who
has completed the Language A course in Japanese,
scoring 4 or above (some faculties and schools differ on
this), and completed the courses indicated by pertinent
faculty or school, achieving the specified results.

(3@ Discovery international entrance examination
Okayama University has a program called the “Discovery
Program for Global Learners” through which degrees
(bachelorship) can be earned in English. This program
conducts its own entrance examinations each year in
October, November and March.

@ General entrance examination

International students take the same uniform examina-
tion administered by the National Center for University
Entrance Examinations that Japanese students take,
and screening is accomplished through an overall as-
sessment of results, including those of the Okayama
University Entrance Examination. Note that the exam-
ination by the National Center for University Entrance
Examinations held in January 2020 was the last one.
From the students to be matriculated in the 2021 ac-
ademic year a new“university entrance standardized
test” is to be implemented for screening of entrants.

The above information applies to entrance examinations
for the students admitted in the 2020 academic yeatr.
Changes are expected in the names of screening methods
in the entrance examinations for 2021 academic year, so
for details on each of the above entrance examinations,
please make sure to check Applicant Guidelines for the
academic year for which examinations are actually taken
on Okayama University's website.

3. When seeking matriculation in a school or faculty, is
it necessary to seek an advising professor (accepting
professor) on one’s own prior to taking the examina-
tion?

For admission to official courses at undergraduate level
of a school or faculty, there is no need to seek an advising
professor (accepting professor) on one’s own.

However, if one wishes to become a research student in a
school or faculty, one needs to seek an advising professor
(accepting professor) on one’s own before applying and
obtain unofficial consent for admission.

4. Are there any programs one can obtain a degree in
that have classes in English only? What level of English
language proficiency is required?

All classes in the Discovery Program for Global Learners
are held in English, and one can obtain a degree. There is
no minimum required score in English language proficien-
cy, but English language ability is evaluated through the
entrance examination and interview examination.

Note that those who have not received education primarily
in English during the most recent five years will need to
submit the results of an English qualification or certifica-
tion examination.

5. Is it possible to be admitted without being able to
speak Japanese? What level of Japanese language pro-
ficiency is required?

Classes in Okayama University’s courses (excluding the
Discovery Program for Global Learners) are conducted in
Japanese, so it is necessary to have sufficient proficiency
in Japanese (Japanese Language Proficiency Test (JLPT)
N1 passing or equivalent) to be able to understand the
lessons.

All classes in the Discovery Program for Global Learners
are conducted in English, so no Japanese language pro-
ficiency is needed there. However, applicants for April
admission to this program need Japanese language profi-
ciency equivalent to that needed to pass the JLPT N1 test.
The International Baccalaureate entrance examination is
aimed at applicants who have completed the Language
A course in Japanese and earned a rating of 4 or higher.
(Some courses differ on this.) Applicants for the special
entrance examination for privately financed international
students take the Japanese test in the Examination for
Japanese University Admission for International Students
(EJU).

For details, make sure to confirm student applicant re-
quirements for the academic year for which you will be
taking the examination.

6. What level of results in the Examination for Japanese
University Admission for International Students (EJU)
do applicants need?

The Faculty of Economics and Dental School use EJU
result standards as qualification for applicants for the
special entrance examination for privately financed inter-
national students, but other faculties and schools have not
established standard scores as qualification for applicants.
In addition, specified EJU examination subjects and point
allocation standards differ from one faculty or school to
another.

7. Are there any scholarships available?

A Japanese-government (MEXT) funded international

student is one who has been provided a scholarship from

the Japanese government (Ministry of Education, Cul-
ture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT)). Okayama

University accepts two kinds of MEXT-funded students,

“undergraduate students” and “Japanese studies students

(NIKKENSEI).”

@ Undergraduate students

This applies to students at least 17 years of age but un-
der 22, who have completed a 12-year course of school
education or have completed a school course corre-
sponding to a high school education (including those
expecting to complete one).

International undergraduate students are solicited by
Japanese embassies (or consulates) overseas (through
“embassy nominations”). For details, please contact the
Japanese Embassy (or Consulate) in your country.

2 Japanese studies students (NIKKENSEI)
This applies to students at least 18 years of age but
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under 30, who have registered in a foreign university’s
undergraduate course while in Japan and at the point
of returning to their home countries, and who have ma-
jored in fields related to Japanese language and culture.
There are two ways applicants are solicited: through
embassy nominations by Japanese embassies and
consulates overseas, and by universities in Japan, who
nominate students mainly at universities that have a
record of exchanges through arrangements such as
exchange agreements between universities. Regarding
embassy nominations, please contact the Japanese
Embassy (or Consulate) in your country.

The Foundation Course for Post Graduate Studies (known
as the Pre-Master's Course) is a preparatory course for
international students proceeding to the graduate level,
who hope to enter Okayama University’'s graduate cours-
es.

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Study Abroad in the exchange program Q & A
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1. I would like to enroll in the exchange program. What
is the application procedure for that?

For the exchange program, one applies through the office
in charge at the university in which one is enrolled (the
sending university).

Please consult with the office in charge of study abroad at
the university where you are currently enrolled.

2. Do you have a study abroad program in which enroll-
ees can study in English?

At the undergraduate level, the EPOK program for part-
ner universities* and one of the undergraduate programs
(Discovery Program for Global Learners) offer classes in
English. In certain cases, this can be handled in under-
graduate programs aside from these, but it is necessary to
adjust the subjects being studied on an individual basis.
There are no programs in English for exchange students in
our graduate level exchange program, so as a general rule
study is done in Japanese, but in some cases it is possible
to have instruction in English, depending on the research
laboratory or class subject.

3. Is it possible to be admitted without being able to
understand Japanese?

That depends on the admitting school, faculty or research
laboratory (advising professor) . Moreover, almost all
classes are conducted in Japanese, so in some cases it
may not be possible for the student to complete all of the
classes in the subjects of his or her choice at Okayama
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University, and if he or she is unable to adjust those choic-
es, enrollment may not be possible.

4. Is it possible to take any classes one wishes in the
exchange program?

As a general rule at Okayama University, students choose
from among class subjects specified by the school or
faculty they are enrolled in or the program that has admit-
ted them. Anyone wishing to take a class aside from the
specified ones needs to obtain approval from the class
instructor. Depending on one's language proficiency, limit-
ed capacity in the class or other conditions, it may not be
possible to take the class.

5. Are there any limits on the number of hours or cred-
its of classes exchange students can take?

Upper limits on the number of hours or credits of classes
that can be taken differ depending on the admitting school
or faculty. In addition, it is necessary to be taking at least
10 hours of classes a week to qualify for residence on a
student visa.

Other Q & A
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1. Where is Okayama University located?

Near the center of Okayama City, Okayama University
is located only two kilometers from Okayama Station.
Though in the middle of the city, the spacious campus with
abundant greenery provide a quiet environment conducive
to study and research.

Travel to Okayama Station by Shinkansen takes about
three and a half hours from Tokyo Station, or about 45
minutes from Shin-Osaka Station.
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2. Is it possible to receive an exemption from entrance
fees and tuition fees?

Those admitted to a regular course can petition for ex-
emption from entrance fees and tuition fees. The decision
on whether to provide or withhold the exemption will be
based on the petitioner’s financial status, school perfor-
mance and other factors, and may provide exemption to
all or half of the fees. In recent years the criteria have
become stricter. Moreover, the tuition exemption for in-
ternational students at undergraduate level has become
unavailable since the 2020 academic year.

3. Are there university accommodations? Is it possible
to move into them?

Okayama University has four dormitories for international
students, with boarding fees of from 14,000 to 28,000 yen
per month. They can accommodate up to 300 people, but
when they are in high demand, there are times when not
all international students can be accommodated there.
Whether or not to provide accommodation in the dormi-
tories for international students will be decided based on
Okayama University’s criteria.

4. How much is the cost of living in Japan (Okayama)?
In general, aside from academic expenses such as en-
trance fees and tuition, at least 80,000 yen per month is
needed.

For reference, rent on apartments near the university run
from 25,000 to 40,000 yen per month, and the cost of food
and utilities is about 30,000 to 50,000 per month.

5. Is it possible to study Japanese at the university?
International students enrolled in Okayama University can
take the Japanese Language Course which is run by the
Department of Japanese Language, Center for Liberal Arts
and Language Education, Okayama University. There are
seven levels of Japanese courses, from elementary to ad-
vanced, assignment to which is determined based on the
results of a Placement Test.

Also, the Japanese Language Course includes both inte-
grated classes, in which students learn reading, listen-
ing, speaking and writing skills while strengthening their
knowledge of grammar and vocabulary, and separate
skills-based and topic-based classes.
