2. What kinds of topic do students come to talk about?

Students consult on a variety of issues. Below are some
examples.
- Lack of motivation to study; mismatch of majoring area
and interest; desire to switch faculties or departments;
desire to take a hiatus from studies; concerns about
future career plans
- Relationship issues with friends or academic
supervisors
- Family issues and romantic relationship issues
- One’s own personality
- Student club-related issues
Some visitors come although they have no concerns in
particular.

3. Where can I receive counseling?

Counseling appointments can be arranged at three
locations: the Student Counseling Room and Multi-purpose
Consultation Desk at the Tsushima Campus, and the
Shikata Branch of the Student General Support Center at
the Shikata Campus.
