This office has one
associate professor and one administrator. The staff supports

in the Tokyo Metropolitan
area in addition to public
relations.
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Okayama University Office in Hue, Vietnam - the first
overseas office of Okayama University — was established in
April, 2007 to promote academic and educational exchange,
raise the profile of Okayama University in overseas
countries and train our staff to play an active part in the
world.
