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The University Libraries consist of the Central Library, the Shikata Branch :
Library, and the Institute of Plant Science and Resources Branch Library. They RESEFFEHA A
provide more than 2,100,000 books and boasts of the largest collection of books in
Okayama Prefecture.

Their wide range of service extend to local communities and other educational
institutions. Digital library system facilitated by Internet provides publications at
Okayama University, about 16,000 E-journals, 24 databases, and publishes academic
research achievements of Okayama University. It works to promote functional
enhancement of online service, to support research and learning activities.
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The Central Library houses the Ikeda Family Collection (Ikedake Bunko) which

contains records and documents of Ikeda clan, the fief lord of Okayama. . — -
The collection consists of 68,083 items of administrative and legislative archives, B W
22,177 volumes of Japanese classics, and 10,420 volumes of Chinese classics. MBELE (STA)
The collection is well known as the first-rate primary materials for the research
into the shogunate government and clan governments in the Edo period in Japan.
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
