REGISTRATION METHOD
1 Student must acquire 30 or more credits from Master's Course subjects and also 12 or more credits from Doctor's Course subjects under the guidance of an academic supervisor.
2 Acquire 18 credits of required subjects from Master's course integrated subjects group and also more than 4 credits of elective required subjects.
3 Those who are recognized specially in need by an academic supervisor could take a 2nd year Master’s course required subjects in 1st year.
4 Acquire 8 credits, which should include practical internship, from a Doctor’s course integrated subjects group.
5 Beside above, students may take subjects from other graduate school, which include subjects from the graduate school of another university, under the guidance of an academic supervisor.
6 Credits earned by taking courses in other graduate school may be recognized as Specialized Subjects toward the credits required for graduation.
