Hold your student ID card over the scanning window of the machine at the entrance gate. If you forget to bring

your card, please come forward to the Service Counter.

Leaving with materials without using the proper borrowing procedure makes the alarm sound and the gate lock.
Please make sure to follow the procedures fully in all cases of external loans. In rare cases, the alarm system
malfunctions in response to personal belongings other than materials in the collection of the Library. Although it
might feel unpleasant, we do ask for your full cooperation in baggage checking.

If a request is made before the return due date for the borrowed materials, the loan period can be extended (for 14
days from the date on which you made a request). For some materials, such as materials reserved or related to
lectures, the loan period cannot be extended.

o Copying of Materials

Within copyright laws, literature in the collection of the Library can be copied using copying machines on the first
floors of the Main Building and the New Building. Please check at the Service Counter for details.

0 Ordering Materials in the Collections of Other Libraries

If no literature for which you are looking is available on the Tsushima campus, you can make a request to other
libraries for copying or borrowing (books only) via the Library. After confirming that no collection exists on the
Tsushima campus, please fill in the designated application form and apply to the Service Counter.

o Use of Electronic Materials

PCs are installed in the AV Seminar Rooms on the first and third floors of the Main Building and the first floor
of the New Building. They are useful for browsing the internet, searching for collections of books, searching
databases, browsing electronic journals, as well as summarizing experiments, and writing papers and reports. The
login ID and password of the Information Generalization Center are necessary to gain access.

o Use of Special Materials

The Library organizes and holds 190,000 special materials provided by 20 families (e.g., Ikeda Family Collection
and regional historical materials), microfilmed historical materials of domain duties in the Ikeda Family Collection,
and others. If you wish to view them, please apply to the Service Counter after specifying materials with “The
General Catalog of the lkeda Family Collection” or the Library website.



o How to Find Materials

The collection of the Library can be searched using the Online Public Access Catalog (OPAC). Because it is
posted on the Library website (http://www.lib.okayama-u.ac.jp), it is possible to search it from outside the
University using the internet. Some books accepted before 1988 cannot be searched using OPAC, so please use
the card catalogs as well. The card catalogs can be searched under title.
