Institute of Plant Science and Resources

Joint-usage/research center “Plant Genetic Resources and Stress Science”

The Institute was founded in 1914 as the “Oohara
Institute for Agricultural Research” by Magosaburo
Oohara, with the purpose of advancing agricultural
sciences. In 1951-1952, the institute became affiliated with
Okayama University, and then was renamed the “Institute
for Agricultural and Biological Sciences”, and “Research
Institute for Bioresources” in 1988.

The institute was selected as a center-of-excellence in the
fields of “plant genetic resources and plant stress science”
by the Ministry of Education, Sports, Culture, Science
and Technology, Japan in June, 2009. On April 1, 2010,
the institute was renamed the “Institute of Plant Science
and Resources (IPSR)” as a joint usage/research center for
scientists in Japan.

IPSR comprises five research units (Atmospheric stress
unit, Soil stress unit, Biotic stress unit, Genetic resources
unit and Applied genomics unit) under two research cores
(Research Core for Plant Stress Science and Research Core
for Future Crops) and one research center (Barley and Wild
Plant Resource Center), particularly addressing plant stress
researches using genetic resources of barley and wild plant
species, in collaboration with scientists in Japan and other
countries.

Gkayama University

The Quality Assurance Center was founded as an
organization in April, 2004. The purposes of this center
are to assure and develop the quality of education and
research activities of Okayama University by multiple
evaluation schemes and to help Okayama University
achieve accountability to the public.

This center is engaged in planning, examination
and research concerning evaluation activities to create
evaluation culture and to establish Deming Cycle (plan-do-
check-act) in Okayama University.

Moreover, it is engaged in supporting the management
of Okayama University by verifying results of evaluation
and recommending improvements.

The Health Service Center was established to maintain
and improve the health of students and faculty members
so that they could lead a healthy life. Periodic medical
examinations are scheduled to prevent diseases and detect
them in their early stages.

Furthermore, physical and mental consultations are
offered by medical doctors for each field, public health
nurses, and dietitian.

There is a Shikata branch in the Shikata Campus.

The Environmental Management Center was established
in order to conduct specialized services integrally regarding
environmental conservation and environmental safety in
Okayama University and to conduct the improvement of
environmental management as well as occupational safety
in the university. Environmental management services such
as monitoring of discharged water and waste management
including hazardous liquid waste, safety management
services such as proper management of chemicals in the
workplace and in laboratories, and education and research
related to the above are conducted.

Prospectus
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The Okayama University Center for Information
Technology and Management was founded in April 2010
to advance the sophistication of research, education and
management and integrate the fundamental information
environment of the university. The primary mission of
the Center is to collect, process and distribute information
about various activities within the university.

While retaining the older system and management of
information, the Center aims to play a role in strategic
management, first through centralization of the information
networks of the university by collecting extensive
information from each department and from outside the
univeresity, and then through operation of such information
infrastructures the education and research systems.

The Center for Faculty Development was founded in
April 2003 for the purpose of conducting research on self-
examination and evaluation method, constructing an effec-
tive teaching and learning system of general education,
and promoting smooth educational activities and their con-
tinual improvement in Okayama University.

The center is composed of 3 sections -Section for Edu-
cational System, Section for Faculty Development, Section
m for Lifelong Study and Educational Collaboration-
and related committees. It is mainly in change of
clarifying problems of undergraduate education
and graduate education, conducting R&D and
planning for improvement of educational system,
conducting practical research on the University’s
educational issue and promoting activities for it.
It is also responsible for planning, managing and
conducting activities which make educational
contribution to our society.

The Foreign Language Education Center was founded
in October 2002 for the purpose of carrying out language
education at Okayama University. In addition to the
teaching of language courses from a global perspective, the
Center was also created to plan and conduct activities for
educational reform and promote foreign language education
at the university and to the surrounding community. In
April 2010 the Center was restructured to incorporate
Japanese language education, and the name was changed to
its current title-the Language Education Center,

The Center is comprised of these sections dedicated to the
teaching of English, Japanese, and other foreign languages,
as well as various related committees. Center professors are
responsible for planning curricula for foreign and Japanese
language education as well as researcing language teaching
methodology and teaching materials. Additionally, reviews
of current teaching practice are regularly conducted by the
faculty in order to constantly improve and update language
education pedagogy at Okayama University.
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The Interactive Sport Education Center was founded
in April 2006 for the purpose of facilitating the smooth
implementation of activities for sport education, promoting
students’ proactive participation in sports activity, and
making regional contribution through researching on
sports.

The center is composed of 3 sections - Section
for Sport Education, Section for Sport Medicine,
Section for Coaching- and related committees.
It is mainly in charge of planning-conducting-
evaluating sports education, consultation on
sports activities and medicine.

The Student Support Center was founded in july 2006.
The purpose of establishment is to offer students to lead
satisfactory campus life , that is to try to conquer students'
difficulties.

The center is composed of 3 offices - Student Advice
Department, Career Advice Department and Disability
Resources Department - and 2 sections - Section of the
Support for Campus life and Section of the Support for
Cultural & Gymnastic Activities.

The Student Advice Department take charge of offering
various kinds of counseling services to students who have
worries or hesitations. The Career Advice Department
filled the role of rendering assistance to students who hope
to get appropriate positions after their graduation. The
Disability resources Department act to help challenged
students' lives on campus go smoothly.

Section of the Support for Campus
life considered how to do in the cause
of improving of whole campus life, and
Section of the Support for Cultural &
Gymnastic Activities give support for
students' extracurricular activities.

The Admission Center was founded in April 2004 for
the purpose of facilitating the smooth implementation of
admissions to Okayama University, conducting nation-
wide test by National Center for University Entrance
Examinations, conducting R&D on suitable admission
system according to University’'s admission policy, and
launching PR activities to students who desire to enter
Okayama University.

The center is in charge of carrying out planning
admissions including introduction of AO examinations, and
conducting investigative research such as doing follow-up
on examination result and academic record after enrollment,
providing such information to all the faculties.

In addition, the center conducts various PR activities
such as organizing open campus, holding a briefing on-
campus/off-campus, visiting high schools, in order to attract
applicants.

Moreover, it is responsible for admissions overall and
makes an effort to prevent happening errors in admissions
by checking examination questions.

Prospectus
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The International Center, previously called International
Student Center, was founded in April 1992. The Center was
reorganized in April 2007 and renamed as International
Center in order to enhance Okayama University's
competitiveness in the world.

The center is composed of two divisions: Division for
International Affairs and Division for International
Student.

The Division for International Affairs is in charge of
drawing up the plan for Okayama University’s international
exchange activities, concluding cooperation agreement with
foreign universities/research organizations, conducting
special educational project, organizing summer & spring
programs for practical language training and managing
overseas offices.

The Division for International Student is in charge of
offering counseling service, and providing information
on study and life for international students of Okayama
University. It also promotes a short-term student exchange
program “EPOK” which sends our students to foreign
universities with cooperation agreement and also accepts
international students from such universities.

BEENBB R X — Center for Teacher Education and Development
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The Center has been established in April 2010 for the
purpose of guaranteeing the quality of teacher education at
Okayama University through planning and management of
teacher education curriculum and the relevant supportive
activities toward this end. It has the aim of supporting school
and in-service training policies founded on a coordinated effort
to promote research and development. The Center is made
up of the three departments and their related committees:
development of teacher education, teacher support, and
collaborative organization of teachers. Their main
enterprises are research and development of
the teacher education curriculum: programming,
management, and research of teaching internship,
teacher support, and any related counseling; and
coordinated projects among internship schools, the
attached schools and the kindergarten, the local
education board and other related institutions in
Okayama Prefecture.

BEEABHEHERE K — Center for the Development of Medical and Health Care Education
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The Center for the Development of Medical and Health
Care Education was established in 2005 as a joint research
institute on medical education for the University, aiming to
promote local cooperation in health care and to contribute
development of medical professionals.

The center consists of 5 sectors (Medical education,
Dental education, Public health and nursing education,
Pharmaceutical education) and is performing research and
development on medical education improvement.

The center also makes important contributions to
curriculum development in undergraduate/postgraduate
medical education (medicine, dentistry, public health,
nursing, pharmacy), and graduate clinical training at
Okayama University Hospital.
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The Advanced Science Research Center was newly
organized in April 2003.

The purpose of the establishment is to improve supporting
systems for the progress of education and research activities
in natural science, especially of life science, unification of
interdisciplinary fields, promotion of advanced research,
cooperation with local society, and collectively to contribute
to education and research activities in our university.

The center provides a unified performance to support
education and research over every field of advanced science
from a long-term perspective and to stimulate the lines of
collaborative research.

BEEYPIRIAVMAE L X — Solid Waste Management Research Center
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Solid Waste Management Research Center was estab-
lished on April 2005 for promoting research and develop-
ment on solid waste management. The center also aims to
develop specialists in solid waste management or environ-
mental technology assessment, and to provide information
and technical cooperation through industry-academia-gov-
ernment collaboration. The center is performing comprehen-
sive study on the solid waste management which supports a
sound material-cycle society by tackling the following three
pivotal studies: educational research on solid waste manage-
ment in the campus, study on "3R" promotion towards estab-
lishment of a regional material-cycle society, and study on
strategic solid waste management in Asian countries. The
center also publishes an electronic journal “JESSS: Journal
of Environmental Science for Sustainable Society”, and or-
ganizes International Symposium on Environmental Science
and Technology.

MRS EAEME X — Archacological Research Center
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Archaeological Research Center, which was reorganized
from the Archaeological Research Office, was founded in
1987 for the purpose of conservation and investigation of
some sites located in Okayama University. The center has
ever excavated them 52 times. The excavations revealed
several settlements in the late Jomon Period and wet
paddy field in the Yayoi Period in the Tsushima area, and
the village from the Yayoi Period to the Middle Age in the
Shikata area.

The center published many excavation reports and
leaflets which present the results of the excavations and the
researches. In addition, it held the exhibition and the meeting
to show the results to the community. And in education, it is
in charge of the Practice in Museum Studies characterized
by providing the practical method for archaeology.

The ORPC is composed of the following 5 offices and 2
centers.

Research Promotion Office is in charge of supporting
and activating the research activities.  Collaborative
Research Office is in charge of promoting cooperation
among Okayama University, industry and government.
Intellectual Property Office is in charge of patenting
and managing the intellectual properties of Okayama
University. Public Relation Office is in charge of offering
various consultation services from Okayama University to
the community. Research Promotion Office for Innovative
Medicine is in charge of development of new medical
treatment strategically. Research Center for Advanced
Technology (RCAT) is the supporting base for big
research project. Collaborative Research Center (CRC)
is the promoting base for collaborative activities among
Okayama University, local industry and local government.
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The Strategic Office for Education and Research was
established in June 2008 in order to fulfill our responsibilities
as a core university in Chugoku-Shikoku Area. The
purpose of this office is to strategically improve educational
advances and research revitalization beyond the bounds
of department and graduate courses in accordance with
various changes in social conditions and new development
in academic fields.

This office consists of three divisions as follows:

- The education program division for planning and

supporting education programs

- The research project division for planning and

supporting big research projects

- The environment improvement division for promoting

the quality of education and research

In addition to above mentioned divisions, we set up some
bases for particular educational and research programs.

BESFRASFCiEMFE 7 Research Core for Interdisciplinary Sciences (Okayama University RCIS)
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Okayama University has been promoting institutional
changes for encouraging young scientists toward the
creation of interdisciplinary sciences which will become
major science and technology in the near future. Under
the support from Japan Science and Technology Agency
(JST), we launched a new research organization for
independent young researchers, "Research Core for
Interdisciplinary Sciences" from 2008. Eleven tenure-track
assistant professors are now boosting research in new
scientific fields that bridge different areas, under supports
of research assistants.

Innovation Center Okayama for Nanobio-targeted Therapy (ICONT)
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The Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science
and Technology (MEXT) launched funding scheme to
create “Innovation centers for advanced interdisciplinary
research” in fiscal year 2006. As a winning proposal of
this project, Okayama University and seven enterprises*
established ICONT to achieve a patient-friendly targeted
therapy through interdisciplinary research in July, 2006.

Our project is the core project of the Medical-Techno
Valley Scheme which Okayama Prefecture is now
promoting to develop a new cluster of innovation for the
medical industry within the region. This project is also
the core project of Okayama Medical Innovation Center
(OMIC) which will be launched through industry-academia-
government cooperation in 2011.
