Okayama University has been selected to receive
support under the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports,
Science and Technology's 'Program on Strengthening of
Research and its Promotion in Selected Universities'.

This program was launched in 2013 with the aim
of promoting the capabilities of a limited number of
universities which support exceptional, world class
research. Twenty-two universities and inter-university
research institutes in Japan were selected, including
Okayama University.

Under this program Okayama University will pursue
opportunities to hire talented staff and technical experts
who have shown their ability to manage and support
research. The aim is to get a diverse and innovative range
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Okayama University selected for the prestigious
'Program on the Strengthening of Research and its Promotion in Selected Universities'
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of activities to enhance further Okayama University’s
movement towards becoming an internationally accessible
hub as a "Research University".

Specifically, although Okayama University already
has seven University Research Administrators (URA),
it will hire additional URAs to support the president in
implementing university reform policies and ameliorating
unfavorable aspects of the research infrastructure at
the university. In addition, the directors of research
at Okayama University will continue to use powerful
databases to conduct bibliometric studies in order to
benchmark research, find partners for research and
technology transfer, and develop future strategies.

Elucidation of the mechanism of light-induced water-splitting

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Almost all living organisms, including humans, obtain
energy from the sun and oxygen from the splitting of
water. The light-driven water-splitting reaction is the
first reaction occurring in photosynthesis by various algae
and higher plants. Photosynthesis produces molecular
oxygen which sustains all oxygenic organisms on the
earth, as well as generating protons, electrons for the
fixation of carbon dioxide into sugars. This water-splitting
reaction is catalyzed by photosystem II, an extremely

large, complicated membrane-protein complex located in
thylakoid membranes of photosynthetic organisms. We
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have solved the structure of photosystem II at an atomic
resolution, making photosystem II the largest membrane-
protein complex with its structure solved at the atomic
resolution. Our results provide a key not only to solving
the long-standing mystery of photosynthesis but also
for the realization of artificial photosynthesis by which
clean energy may be obtained efficiently from the sun.
For these reasons, the elucidation of the mechanism of
light-induced water-splitting was selected as one of the
"Breakthroughs of the Year 2011" by the journal Science.
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iPS cells will clarify the identity of cancer tissues
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It has been two years since we succeeded for the first
time in the world in producing cancer stem cells by treating
mouse iPS cells with conditioned carcinoma cells. We have
since demonstrated not only that the induction of cancer
stem cells from human iPS cells is possible but also that
the microenvironment which maintains the cancer stem
cells is provided by their progenies. From these unique
studies, cancer stem cells have been found to differentiate
into various phenotypes which, we expect, make the
heterogeneous components in cancer tissues.

Furthermore, the cancer stem cells themselves are

found to exist not as a single phenotype but as various
phenotypes. Due to the pluripotency of iPS cells, it is
consistent to consider iPS cells as the resource of various
phenotypes of cancer cells as well as a source of muscle
and nervous cells for the regenerative therapy. The
comprehensive understanding of cancer could be realized
as the heterogeneity of cancer tissues is clarified and the
cancer tissue component cells are identified. This study will
lead to the future development of truly personalized cancer
therapy.
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The Practical Training Program through Social Action
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Since 2014, The Center for Regional Research has
worked on the “Innovation Project for Academic Capital
‘Okayama”™ by establishing “The Practical Training Program
through Social Action”. The Practical Training Program
is based on a reciprocal relationship between the local
community and the university linked to the curriculum of
each department. Knowledge and experience gained is then
disseminated through the university. These systematic
and methodical education reforms are necessary to foster
students who can contribute truly sustainable development
in their communities. A further aspect of the program is an
aggressive effort to pursue practical training education with
foreign countries; such an effort leads to qualitative changes
in the development of university personnel which is
important for the university to develop a global viewpoint.

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The Special Course for Global Human Resource Development
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The main feature of this course is to provide the
students opportunities to develop as global leaders
together with the special knowledge related to their own
faculty. In addition, the course provides supplementary
English programs and requires the students to study
abroad or to take an internship overseas. Furthermore,
the course gives the students the knowledge of Japanese
traditional culture and intercultural communication and
assists the students to work effectively with colleagues
from different cultural backgrounds. The Institute of
Global Human Resource Development is to supervise
the course, and the L-café supports the activities of the
Instisute.

The L-café is a space with an independent and
proactive environment aiming to further students'
linguistic abilities and knowledge of other cultures via
social learning.

The L-café provides periodic gatherings in languages
other than English, such as German, French, Chinese,
Korean and Japanese, where students studying these
languages can interact with native speakers.
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CAMPUS Asia Program
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"CAMPUS Asia" has been conducted as an innovative
educational exchange and cooperation system among
universities in Japan, China and Korea since 2011. Campus
Asia is financially supported program by MEXT and aims
to develop exceptional future leaders through student
exchange and high level education, while creating a
common academic system such as mutual recognition by
participating universities of academic credit, grade record
management, and degree award.

Okayama University is linked with Jilin University, China
and Sungkyunkwan University in Korea to realize the
"Program for Core Human Resources Development: For the
Achievement of the Common Good (Bonum Commune) and
a Re-evaluation of Classical Culture in East Asia".

CAMPUS Asia aims to develop future leaders in
areas such as regional public service, medical treatment,
environment, energy, technology, and business, who embody
the intellectual understanding of shared Asian values,
histories and cultures.
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Okayama University Hospital is selected as a "Clinical Study Core Hospital"
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Last year, the Okayama University Hospital was
designated as a Clinical Study Core Hospital. The Okayama
University Hospital belongs to the Mid-West Japan Clinical
Study Consortium which functions as a “mega-hospital”.
We created unified standard operating procedures and
performed infrastructure improvement for carrying out
high quality clinical studies.

Simultaneously, the Okayama University Hospital set
up a data management center and bio-sample storage/
biomarker analysis center for installation of a biobank

(tentative name).

In the exploratory medical-supplies development section,
the clinical development is in progress of nano-biotechnology
targeted for use as a new gene therapy, a cancer vaccine,
and a virus tablet. The Okayama University Hospital is
advancing investigator initiated clinical trials and the design
of medically innovative drugs for pharmaceutical approval
and is also aiming for creating a medical equipment
biotechnology-based business.
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The world's first successful living donor transplant
with the middle lung lobe
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In July 2013, Okayama University Hospital transplanted
a living donor lung of a mother to her 3-year-old boy, who
had suffered severe lung disease. The "middle lobe" of the
lung was used. The boy was discharged from hospital
in September of that year. This was the first case of a
successful living donor transplantation of the lung middle
lobe. The boy was also the youngest patient to receive a

lung transplant in Japan.
Due to the extremely low number of brain-dead donors in

Japan younger than 15 years old, there are correspondingly
very few opportunities for transplantations from them.
Consequently, the boy's physician and parents chose to
perform a living donor transplantation of the lung’s middle
lobe. Living donor lung transplantation is usually performed
using the "lower lobe" with a larger vital capacity. However,
an adult "lower lobe" is often too large for a small child.
This problem was solved using the "middle lobe," which is
smaller than the "lower lobe."

The Institute was founded in 1914 as the “Oohara Institute
for Agricultural Research” by Magosaburo Oohara, with
the purpose of advancing agricultural sciences. In 1952, the
institute became affiliated with Okayama University, and
was renamed the “Institute for Agricultural and Biological
Sciences.” In 1988 the Institute was renamed the “Research
Institute for Bioresources.”

The institute was selected as a center-of-excellence
in the fields of “plant genetic resources and plant stress
science” by the Ministry of Education, Sports, Culture,
Science and Technology, in June, 2009. On April 1, 2010,
the institute was renamed the “Institute of Plant Science
and Resources (IPSR)” as a joint usage/research center for
scientists in Japan.

IPSR comprises of the Atmospheric stress unit, Soil
stress unit, Biotic stress unit, Genetic resources unit and
Applied genomics unit under two research cores (Research
Core for Plant Stress Science and Research Core
for Future Crops) and one research center (Barley
and Wild Plant Resource Center). Scientists at IPSR
particularly address plant stress research using the
genetic resources of barley and wild plant species
in collaboration with scientists in Japan and other
countries.

We are also trying to develop
recurrent educational programs to improve skills for active embryologists. Further-
more, we aim to form the global education and research base for professional embry-
ologists in cooperation with foreign universities and research institutes.

The Archaelogical Research
Center is also in charge of the Practice in Museum Studies which teaches practical
methods for archaeology.
