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B Graduate students (Regular students Only) eligible for Enrollment Fee Exemption are those;

-who have difficulty paying the enrollment fee due to financial reasons and whose academic achievement is
recognized as excellent.

-who have considerable difficulty in paying the enrollment fee because the applicant’s primary bearer of school
expenses has died within one year before the due date of tuition fee payment, or because the applicant or his/her
school-expenses bearer has suffered damage from wind, flood, or other natural disaster within one year before.

-who were heavily damaged from natural disaster such as “2024 Noto Peninsula Earthquake”, “2020 Kyushu
Floods” or “Torrential Rains in July 2018” while they stayed in Japan. Those who are supposed to be eligible
must make a contact to the Student Support Division beforehand.
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Undergraduate eligible for Enrollment Fee Exemption are those who were heavily damaged from natural disaster
such as “2024 Noto Peninsula Earthquake”, “2020 Kyushu Floods” or “Torrential Rains in July 2018 while

they stayed in Japan. Those who are supposed to be eligible must make a contact with the Student Support Division
beforehand.

[AZEHE ST [Eligibility for Postponement of Enroliment Fee Payment]
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B Students enrolling in undergraduate or graduate school eligible for Postponement of Enrollment Fee Payment
are those;
-who have difficulty paying the enrollment fee due to financial reasons and whose academic achievement is
recognized as excellent.
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-who have considerable difficulty in paying the enrollment fee because the applicant’s primary bearer of school
expenses has died within one year before the due date of tuition fee payment, or because the applicant or his/her
school-expenses bearer has suffered damage from wind, flood, or other natural disaster within one year before.
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[Notes]
- If the result of application for enrollment fee exemption is not approved or half exemption, it will
automatically be applied with postponement application.
-The acceptance for postponement of enrollment fee payment does not mean that the student is exempt from
paying the enrollment fee.

- Monbukagakusho (MEXT) scholars, students supported by their government, auditors, research students and
those who have already received or will receive scholarship for enrollment fee cannot apply for enrollment fee
exemption and postponement of enrollment fee payment.

- International Students who have not arrived in Okayama/Japan by the end of the month in which his/her date
of enrollment belongs may be regarded not to live in Okayama/Japan and thus ineligible. However, except for
those who couldn’t come to Japan because of the reason under unavoidable situations.
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[In case that the student who was affected by severe disaster in Japan]
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A victim student whose house was half (or more) destroyed through the severe disaster in Japan will be

granted full exemption for enrollment fee.

Required application documents are Application form for Enrollment Fee Exemption, Report on Family Status, a
copy of your Disaster Damage Certificate (indicating that your house was partially destroyed or more seriously
damaged by the disasters), and an envelope to be used for notification of the screening results for enrollment fee

exemption (110JPY postal stamp affixed).

2. Details and documentation are required for all family members of the same household residing in Japan, regardless
of whether or not they are living together.



3. The application will not be accepted if the reason for applying and household situation are not clear.
Furthermore, if there are many missing documents, the application may not be accepted. If there is a reason why
the applicant cannot prepare required documents by the application deadline, please notify this at the time of
reception.
